Many collectors of Modern & Contemporary Art visiting ARTBasel also
collect and admire Tribal Art. So, for the third year, | am opening a POP—UP exhibition of early Oceanic and Eskimo Art at the gallery of Angela
Berney & Jean-Francois Heim on the Miinsterplatz in Basel.

| will offer a selection of highly important pieces from New Guinea, New Caledonia, New Ireland, the Solomon Islands and Tonga amongst
others. Several of these superb sculptures are well recording in early museum and private collections.

The ULI figure originally was collected by a German colonial officer in the late 1890’s and was later in a Berlin museum until 1905.

| am very pleased and proud to offer two of the great EWA culture figures that originally came out of the Caves of the Korewori and which
were part of the original collection from which the Basel Museum der Kulturen acquired 85 pieces in the 1970’s.

| will have on offer in my exhibition 35 archaic Eskimo pieces dating as far back as 200 BC up to the early 19t century including a very
exceptional mask from Point Hope. And a superb minute carved walrus ivory head from Western Greenland.

La semaine d'ARTBasel est le moment le plus intense pour le monde de I'art. De nombreux collectionneurs d'art moderne et contemporain
visitant ARTBasel collectionnent et admirent aussi I'Art Tribal. Alors, pour la troisieme année, j'ouvre une exposition POP-UP d'Art Océanique et
Esquimau a la galerie d'Angela Berney & Jean-Francois Heim sur la Miinsterplatz a Bdle.

J'offrirai une sélection de piéces trés importantes de la Nouvelle-Guinée, de la Nouvelle-Calédonie, de la Nouvelle-Irlande, des fles Salomon et de
Tonga, entre autres. Plusieurs de ces superbes sculptures sont bien connues dans les premiéres collections muséales et privées.

La figure de I'ULI a été initialement recueillie par un officier colonial allemand a la fin des années 1890 et plus tard dans un musée de Berlin
jusqu'en 1905.

Je suis trés heureux et fier d'offrir deux des grandes figures de la culture EWA qui sont sorties des Grottes du Korewori et qui faisaient partie de
la collection originale dont le Musée de la Culture de Bédle a acquis 85 piéces dans les années 1970.

Je vais proposer dans mon exposition 35 piéces archaiques d'Esquimaux datant de 200 av. J.-C. jusqu'au début du XIXe siécle, y compris un
masque exceptionnel de Point Hope et une superbe téte d'ivoire sculptée en morse de I'ouest du Groenland.

Village area, Upper Korewori River, South bank of the Middle Sepik River, PNG, Melanesia. Hard wood with traces of lichen and calcifications
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due to storage in a limestone cave. 196 cm. 1659 - 1809 AD (C14). Ex coll. : Ronald Clyne, New York; Ann & Sam Charters, Connecticut (acquired
from Ronald Clyne circa late 1960’s). See the 85 Ewa figures collected by Maurice Bonnefoy in the early 1970’s and acquired by the citizens of
Basel for the Volkerkunde Museum (Now the Museum der Kulturen).

20) A large, hermaphrodite, free-standing uli figure which is the main element of a religious cult also known as uli that is specific to the central
area of New Ireland. New Ireland, Bismarck Archipelago, Papua New-Guinea, Melanesia. Wood, (turbo marmoratus operculum), vegetable fiber,
pigments and wax. Old conservative repairs and restorations to the eyes, forehead, ears, and feet. 136 x 24 x 22 cm. 19t/20% century.

Weathered Alaskan Yellow Cedar (Cupressus nootkatensis) (?) and marine ivory with a thick granular paint-like substance and salt and sand
deposits. 18,5 x 12,5 x 5,8 cm. 18th/19th century or earlier. Provenance : acquired by Edward J. (Doudou) & Thérése Klejman in the early 1960's
Subsequently a private French collection.

25) A remarkably sensitive and naturalistic human head carved as a pendant or ornament. The open and deeply carved mouth - as if engaged in
a long scream - is not unusual in the Eskimo corpus of carving. Mid to late Thule culture, Greenland or Eastern Canada (Newfoundland), circa
pre-1500 AD. Mineralized walrus tusk (odobenus rosmarus rosmarus) with a fine crackled patina. The surface has been professionally stabilized.
